5.  Only one scholarship per family will be awarded. 

6. Scholarships will be issued after the Institute has ended, upon receipt by the Toronto Suzuki Association of proof of attendance and a short essay to be written by the applicant (or by the parent/guardian in the case of the very young) on their Institute experience.  Both the proof of attendance and essay must be submitted within two weeks of the completion of the Institute. 

7.  If, for some reason, circumstances arise which prevent the scholarship winner from attending the Institute, notification must be given to the Toronto Suzuki Association as soon as possible so that the scholarship can be awarded to another student.

8. All applications submitted will be reviewed by The Scholarship Committee whose decision is final.

9. The value of each scholarship is $200.00
